Shoes 
with metal or traditionally designed spikes must NOT be worn.  

• In the event of any conflicts between the dress code as outlines by either the MGA or the host 
facility/venue, the dress code of the host facility/venue will prevail. 

• Please note this policy is in ebect for both players and caddies without exception. 
• Failure to adhere to the MGA attire policy may result in the player being asked to change or leave the event.
